Market Rabbits

1. The exhibitor may purchase meat rabbits from any source or breed their own.  The exhibitor DOES NOT have to own the doe at the time the rabbits are kindled.
2. Exhibitors must meet all no pass/no play UIL eligibility rules.

3. There will be an entry fee of $20.00 per exhibitor. Notarized entry forms will be turned in at validation on Saturday, September 15, 2018 at the Kountze Show Barn from 9:30 a.m. – 11:30 a.m.
4. No crossbred rabbits may be allowed to show as a market pen.

5. An entry will consist of a pen of three (3) rabbits weighing between 2.8 and 5.5 pounds each and with a maximum age of 70 days as of the show date. Once a pen of rabbits has been weighed-in, a replacement pen will not be accepted.  Rabbits must be selected before arriving at the show.  
6. All entries must be tattooed on the left ear prior to arriving at the show. Tattoos will be checked at weigh in. The validation tattoo will be in the right ear.
7. An exhibitor may only enter one (1) pen of meat rabbits.

8. Rabbits will be sifted prior to the judging by the judge.  The American Rabbit Breeders Association (ARBA) Standard of Perfection will be used in the judging standards, disqualifications and faults.

9. Any diseased rabbits will be disqualified by the judge and refused entry into the show.

10. Pens will be furnished for the market rabbit entries.
11. Showmanship class is open to all exhibitors in the market rabbit division. An award will be given to the exhibitor who does the best job showing his or her own animal as determined by the judge. The following will be the showmanship classes: Junior (ages 8-10), Intermediate (ages 11-13), Senior (ages 14 and older). 
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
