Market Swine Division

1. A validation process will be done at tag in where animals may be family tagged. Designation will be made at check in at the show. Only one animal per exhibitor per species may be shown and a minimum of one animal per exhibitor per species must be tagged in. All completed notarized swine entry forms, along with the $20.00 entry fee, must be presented at tag-in on August 18, 2018 from 6:30 a.m. – 9:00 a.m.
2. Exhibitors must meet all no pass/no play UIL eligibility rules.

3. If tag is lost out of the ear of the pig, the exhibitor or AST/CEA needs to call the committee chair immediately.
4. Gilts and barrows may be shown.

5. A showmanship award will be given to the exhibitor who does the best job of showing his or her own hog as determined by the judge. The following will be the showmanship classes:  Pee Wee, Junior (ages 8-10), Intermediate (ages 11-13), Senior (ages 14 and older). Pee Wees must be able to show their animal with minimal assistance.
6. Hogs will be divided into classes as evenly as possible. The number of classes will be dependent on number of entries. The Swine Committee reserves the right to change the number of classes if deemed necessary.
7. All hogs will be trained for show and weigh between 220-280 pounds with a leeway of five pounds on both ends.

8. This division is subject to all general rules of the Hardin County Youth Project Show.

9. No clipping will be allowed once on show grounds.
10. Any hogs showing signs of illness or disease will not be allowed to show.
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
